1 On the server, there is a file called INDEXOLD.HTML which is an old version of INDEX that display the black section correctly.

2. There is also a file call INDEXXXX.HTML there. Figure out what is making the black section run properly in INDEXOLD and put that code into INDEXTEST.HTML.

3. DO NOT work on index.html. INDEXTEST will be the working file

PLEASE TEST TO MAKE SURE IT LOOKS RIGHT. Most web design platforms these day have built in tools to look at pages in any screen display size. Look around and see if you have one the works it whatever platform you use.
There are formulas the look something like this

Variable xSZ = detect screen size width

Virable xLoc = 0

Variable xbWid = width of black section

xLoc = (xSZ-xbWid) / 2  

xLoc is now the horizontal position that you fro the black section

4, The sub-page menus are all still inactive

5. Why does the LEARN MORE button show up on desktop by not mobile.
